Vital Vocabulary 

Ticket A ticket is a voucher that indicates that an individual is entitled to admission to an event or establishment such 
as a theatre, amusement park, or attraction, or has the right to travel on a vehicle such as an airline ticket, bus 
ticket or train ticket. 

Circus A travelling company of acrobats, clowns, and other entertainers which gives performances, typically in a large 
tent, in a series of different places. 

Performance An act of presenting a play, concert or other form of entertainment.  

Coordination The ability to use different parts of the body together smoothly and efficiently.  

Resilience The skill to recover quickly from difficulties.  

Entertainer A person such as a singer, dancer or comedian whose job it is to entertain others.  
 

Admission  The process of entering or being allowed to enter a place. 

Practise To perform an activity or exercise repeatedly or regularly in order to improve.  

Design  A plan or drawing produced to show the look and function of something.  

Ring Master A person directing a circus performance.
